e 5653- the plow continues to have problems; we will have the mechanic look at it next
week.

e Our video laryngoscope died; it is no longer supported by the manufacturer. Capt.
Moran has purchased new King Visions for all the ALS vehicles only parts have arrived so
far.

Fire Marshal Report
e Captain Wheelock attended the inspection of the school for familiarization.
e After conducting a investigation of the High School there were 54 violation of the fire
code. It has a clean inspection record after the work in the previous year. Marshell
Joslin is concerned about the change. He is working with the district to correct the
violations.

o Lucy did a survey of neighboring departments and there was no commonality on
how departments pay/incentivize their volunteers.
